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ARTICLE XXX MANAGEMENT OF PROTECTED AREA SYSTEMS

All protected area systems and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level shall be eligible
for Collaborative Management, in accordance with the Collaborative Management provisions in Title 2 of this Book, with the exception of areas
of extreme global biodiversity significance as identified by the National Biodiversity Steering Committee under the National Council for
Sustainable Development. Such areas should only be excluded from Collaborative Management if biodiversity values are incompatible with
Collaborative Management. Areas exempt from Collaborative Management nationally should not exceed 10% of the total area under

Biodiversity Conservation Corridors or Natural Protected Areas.

Until such time as Collaborative Management is established in any portion of any protected area system or Natural Protected Area that is
designated or established at the national or sub-national level, such areas shall be managed in accordance protected area law (2008).

Any protected area systems and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level that do not
become subject to Collaborative Management, shall continue to be managed in accordance with protected area law (2008).

After Article 304 (please add another Article)




ARTICLE XXX DETERMINATION OF AREAS SUITED TO COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY

The ministry or institution responsible for environment, sub-national authorities, and Collaborative Management Committees and other relevant
ministries, institutions or legal entities with management authority within any portion of a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural
Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, may determine that certain portions of the Sustainable
Use Zone or Community Zone with both high economic potential and low conservation and ecosystem value are best suited to commercial
activity.

Upon making such a determination, and prior to undertaking any such commercial activity, the relevant entities shall:

a) Conduct appropriate consultations with relevant technical partners with experience in the [research, protection, management of natural
resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, any interested stakeholders, and the affected local communities and obtain prior consent of such
communities to the proposed commercial activity; and

b) Divulge financial arrangements and projected revenue from such commercial activity to all interested stakeholders.

Upon fulfilment of the criteria in the preceding paragraph, the relevant entities shall create a new sub-zone to completely encompass the
proposed commercial activity, such sub-zone being classified as a Tourist Zone, a Community Agriculture Development Zone, or other relevant
zone as required.

After establishing this sub-zone, the relevant entities may enter into arrangements for such commercial activity. All revenue generated from
such activities shall be deposited into an appropriate site-specific account created in accordance with the provisions in Book 8 Title 2 of this
Code, and be used exclusively for the benefit of the local communities in the area and the conservation of the Biodiversity Conservation
Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level in which the commercial activity is
located.

The processes of sub-zoning and of making arrangements for commercial activity, and all details of such sub-zoning arrangements shall be fully
disclosed and the public shall be allowed to access information and the opportunity to provide inputs in accordance with the public
participation provisions in Book 1 Title 2 and the access to environmental information provisions in Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Article 306 Activities PROHIBITED IN the ZONEs OF the NATURAL PROTECTED AREAS
1) Core zone — all commercial activities including but not limited to mining, dredging, and extracting sand; electricity generation,




transmission, or distribution facilities; motorized transport; swidden agriculture; aquaculture at any scale; water resource management
infrastructure including irrigation and dams at any scale; and household subsistence and traditional uses or animal husbandry; logging,
hunting and bring snare or materials that harm or kill wildlife.

2) Conservation zone — mining, dredging, and extracting sand; electricity generation, transmission, or distribution facilities; motorized
transport; swidden agriculture; aquaculture at any scale; water resource management infrastructure including irrigation and dams at any
scale; household subsistence and traditional uses or animal husbandry; logging, hunting and bring snare or materials that harm or kill

wildlife and all commercial activities except for low-impact ecotourism; and

ARTICLE 309 COMMERCIAL ACTIVITIES IN SUSTAINABLE USE ZONES AND COMMUNITY ZONES

Upon making the above determination, and prior to permitting such commercial activities, the relevant entities shall:

1) Conduct appropriate Environment and Social Impact Assessment, following the procedure in Book:xxxx titlexxxxx

ARTICLE XXXX PROHIBITIONS AGAINST FISHING

Fishing inside the Core Zone of a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national
or sub-national level is strictly prohibited.

Fishing with illegal gears inside any zone of a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at
the national or sub-national level is strictly prohibited, including chemical and other poisonous substances, electrocution, mosquito nets,
explosives, spear in combination with projected light, gill net, or seine net with mesh size smaller than one and one half (1 }5) centimetre,
encircling net with light.

Placing a barrier or obstruction in any aquatic system within a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or
established at the national or sub-national level that prevents the free passage of fish is prohibited without a permit.




Draining, or attempting to drain or pump dry an aquatic system within a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is
designated or established at the national or sub-national level, in order to catch or kill fish in any manner whatsoever is strictly prohibited.

Damage to spawning grounds, banks, or spawn of fish is strictly prohibited inside all zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural
Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

Establishment or operation of an aquaculture process is strictly prohibited inside Core Zones and Conservation Zones. Any aquaculture process
in the sustainable use or Community Zone shall require a permit and be subject to monitoring to ensure no adverse impacts on surrounding
areas.

ARTICLE XXXX HARVESTING RESIN

Harvesting resin within the Conservation Zone or Sustainable Use Zone of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that
are designated or established at the national or sub-national level is prohibited without a valid permit.

Resin harvesting permits must be carried on persons at all times whilst accessing the Conservation Zone and Sustainable Use Zone, and
produced for inspection as required.

A resin harvesting permit gives permission to the identified user to harvest resin in a particular location inside a Biodiversity Conservation
Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, in accordance with customary user
rights of local communities and indigenous peoples.

Individuals wishing to obtain a resin harvesting permit must submit a written application to the provincial department responsible for
environment.

Permit applications may be delivered by any applicant to a commune office, which shall transfer such application(s) to the Director of the
provincial department responsible for environment and Director of the relevant Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area
that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

Within one (1) month of receipt, resin harvesting applications for Conservation Zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural
Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level, will be reviewed, and if appropriate, approved and
permits issued by the Director of the provincial department responsible for environment and Director of the relevant Biodiversity Conservation
Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level.




Permits shall be granted with preference to those local community members who are already collecting resin as part of their local livelihood
upon the enactment of this Code.

No resin harvesting permit will be issued to any person who used to commit any illegal activities inside a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or
Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

No resin harvesting permit shall be issued to any person that the provincial department responsible for environment or Biodiversity
Conservation Corridor Director or Natural Protected Area Director has reasonable cause to believe, or evidence to prove, that the individual has
participated in or had any involvement with commercial hunting and trade of wildlife.

Transfer of resin harvesting permits from one person to another is prohibited.

A resin harvesting permit is valid for one (1) year; thereafter it will be reviewed and renewed annually.

Where a resin harvesting permit is lost the holder of a permit must immediately inform the provincial department responsible for environment,
and Director of the Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area Director if appropriate, and cease all resin harvesting activities
until a replacement permit is issued.

The Biodiversity Conservation Corridor Director, Natural Protected Area Director, or Director of the provincial department responsible for
environment may suspend or cancel any resin harvesting permit granted under this Title, to be recorded in writing with stated reasons.

ARTICLE XXX COMMERCIAL ECOTOURISM

Any natural person, legal entity, or community that conducts commercial eco-tourism within the boundary of a Biodiversity Conservation
Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, must have an agreement with the
relevant ministries or institutions or Collaborative Management Committee for the proposed eco-tourism activities and arrangements.

The ministry or institution responsible for environment, sub-national authorities, and Collaborative Management Committees, shall, when
considering proposals for additional ecotourism operations, consult any stakeholders, relevant technical partners with
experience in the research, protection, and management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, and those
communities already operating eco-tourism in the vicinity of the proposed activity.
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ARTICLE 365 PERMIT REQUIREMENT AND PROHIBITION

The introduction of any Alien Wild Species into the natural environment outside of the Natural Protected Area System shall require a permit
from the ministry or institution responsible for environment.

The introduction of any Alien Wild Species inside any area of the Natural Protected Area System shall be prohibited.

CHAPTER 5: HUNTING, COLLECTING, AND TRADE

ARTICLE 366 NON-ISSUANCE OF PERMITS

The ministry or institution responsible for environment shall not issue permits under this Title without sufficient scientific information to

determine the impact of an activity on the conservation status of the wild species, except for permits granted strictly for scientific purposes.

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ARTICLE 367 EXEMPTIONS
The following activities shall not require a permit:
1) Hunting outside the Natural Protected Area System of any wild species listed in Category 3 or Category 4 for household subsistence use;

2) Collecting, trading, transporting, and consuming any wild plant species listed in Category 4, outside the Natural Protected Area System;
and
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ARTICLE 369 PERMITS FOR INTERNATIONAL TRADE

ARTICLE 371 PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES IN THE COMPONENTS OF THE NATURAL PROTECTED AREA SYSTEM

8. Hunting of wildlife species listed in Category 3 and Category 4 by any natural person other than indigenous peoples and members of local

communities who hunt species listed in Category 4 for household subsistence use;
16. Removing or destroying official boundary markers or posts, and placing private boundary markers or posts; and

ARTICLE 373 DOMESTIC TRADING

Domestic trading in wild species in Category 1, Category 2 and Category 3 is prohibited, except in the case of wildlife trade from the source of
wildlife farms as stipulated in this Title:

2/Displaying, Offering or advertising for sale any good that is purported to be or contain a specimen of a wild species listed in Category 1, Category

2, or Category 3;

3/Purchasing, acquiring, gifting or receiving any good or specimen of a wild species listed in Category 1, Category 2 or Category 3;

5/Purchasing, receiving, acquiring, possessing, cooking, or serving the meat or parts of any wildlife listed in Category 1, Category 2, or Category 3,

with the exception of wildlife farms with valid permits, which may be permitted to sell meat or parts of farmed wildlife listed in Category 3 and
Category 4 only; or

ARTICLE 376 PERMITS FOR HUNTING AND COLLECTING WILD SPECIES

ByHIRJUTRY

A hunting permit may be granted, revoked, or refused, or conditions or restrictions imposed, based on the following requirements:
a) All permits shall be issued in a transparent manner;
b) Only one hunting permit shall be granted per household;

¢) No hunting permit shall be issued to any person involved in any incidents of illegal hunting in the preceding period of up to five (5) years,
or who has had their permit revoked three (3) times, as stipulated in Article 430 of this Code;

d) No hunting permit shall be issued to any person that the provincial department responsible for environment, Collaborative Management
Committee, or Director of any Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, has
reasonable cause to believe, or evidence to prove, has participated in or had any involvement with commercial hunting and illegal trade
of wildlife;

e) No hunting permit shall be transferred from one person to another; and
f) A hunting permit shall be valid for one (1) year, after which it shall be reviewed and can be renewed.

Where a hunting permit is lost, the holder of a permit shall immediately inform the relevant provincial department responsible for
environment, Collaborative Management Committee, or Director of a Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or
sub-national level, and cease all hunting activities until a replacement permit is issued.

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SECTION 3: NON-LETHAL CAPTURE AND TRANSLOCATION
ARTICLE 382 NON-LETHAL CAPTURE FOR CONSERVATION PURPOSES

Non-lethal capture of any wildlife listed in any Category, as stipulated in Article 368 of this Code, for conservation breeding or conservation
management purposes, shall be permitted by the ministry or institution responsible for environment.

Procedures and requirements for application for the above permit shall be done in accordance with the legal instrument on wildlife capture,
transportation, and welfare.

ARTICLE 383 WILDLIFE TRANSLOCATION

Translocation of wildlife listed in Category 1 and Category 2 for conservation breeding or conservation management shall be permitted by the
ministry or institution responsible for environment in accordance with an approved species management and recovery plan.
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ARTICLE 401 OBLIGATIONS FOR WILDLIFE FARMS

5/Preventing wild animals from escaping from wildlife farms into the natural forests. In the case of escape, the ministry or institution responsible
for environment shall be notified and the animals shall be sought and recaptured; and
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CHAPTER 10-MANAGEMENT OF CONFISCATED SPECIMENS OF WILD SPECIES
ARTICLE 407 MANAGEMENT PROCEDURES FOR LIVE CONFISCATED SPECIMENS

All confiscated live specimens of native wildlife species listed in Category 1, Category 2, and Category 3 shall receive immediate veterinary care
and shall immediately be transferred to be handed over to the wildlife law enforcement authorities established in accordance with the
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora in the Kingdom of Cambodia to be transported to a wildlife
rescue centre or other facilities with a valid permit in accordance with this Title and be released into the animal’s natural habitat, if appropriate.

ARTICLE 408 PROCEDURES FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF CONFISCATED WILDLIFE SPECIMENS

All confiscated live specimens of non-native wildlife species listed in Category 1, Category 2, and Category 3 shall receive immediate vaccination
and shall immediately be handed over to the wildlife law enforcement authorities established in accordance with the Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora in the Kingdom of Cambodia.

All confiscated dead specimens of wildlife species listed in Category 1, Category 2, and Category 3 shall immediately be transferred to the
ministry or institution responsible for environment to be disposed or kept in accordance with a legal instrument of the ministry or institution
responsible for environment.

GLOSSARY

Domestic trade: The commercial exchange of goods, including specimens of wild animals and wild plants, that occurs within the boundaries of
the Kingdom of Cambodia.

Severe damage: Damage that is considerable in amount, bringing about actual declines in populations of wild species.

Zoological institutions: Facilities holding any combination of wild and domestic animals in captivity and on public display for conservation and
education purposes.
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The recent version considers some of our concerns such as supporting local communities (including in livelihood and resource conservation) and awareness
raising. See examples below:

Article 288, Book 4 on duty of the ministry or responsible institution:

e Direct and support community-based patrolling within the protected areas by local communities in collaboration with law enforcement authorities;
e Promote education and public awareness on the Natural Protected Area System and all its components and the role of biodiversity conservation in
the Kingdom of Cambodia.

Article 290 on role of sub-national administrations mentions (among others)

e Disseminating information on laws and regulations related to the management of natural protected areas at local levels;

e Developing and implementing a natural protected area management enforcement plan at local levels and the implementation of village/commune
safety policies in order to promote the livelihoods of local communities in and adjacent to natural protected areas;

e Enforcing the management of natural protected areas at local levels in accordance with their delegated responsibilities, in collaboration with the
competent ministries or institutions, local communities, indigenous peoples, and relevant technical partners, in compliance with relevant laws and
legal instruments;

e Overseeing the livelihoods activities of the people living in or adjacent to the community protected areas at local levels, in accordance with the legal
procedures in force;

Contextualizing Communities’ Rights and Engagement Perspectives under the current draft of Cambodia’s Environment and Natural Resources Code
(Draft 9.1a):

Experiences, Implications, and Suggested Revisions

There has been a significant political change recently in terms of Conservation and Development of natural resources in Cambodia. It was decided by the
Royal Government of Cambodia (RGC) that all areas for conservation purposes should have been designated to be under the jurisdiction and responsibilities
of the Ministry of Environment (MoE), while areas for economic development purposes to be under the jurisdiction and management of Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries (MAFF).

The recent political will of the Royal Government of Cambodia (RGC) in the natural resources management sector, also appeals for delegation of certain
functional assignments, roles and responsibilities in natural resources management to the sub-national authorities, while the RGC also encourages more
active participation of local communities, civil society organizations and environment activists in the sustainable management of environment and natural
resources.

In the past, most laws and regulations related to natural resources management were developed in favor to mostly sole management of the central MAFF
and MoE —in other words giving most management responsibilities solely to the central MAFF and MoE which have not been seen as an effective way of
managing natural resources on the ground, while these responsible institutions have limited number of staff and capacity as well as resources to operate
their functional assignments effectively given the huge scope and the complexity of the sector. It is observed that very often the roles and responsibilities of
these ministries over the natural resources management were overlapping and lack of coordination and cooperation between the two agencies, also seen
as competitive and conflict of interest in terms of making national revenue for the RGC. This situation has led to the review and amendment of the current
Forestry Law, Natural Protected Area Law and Fisheries Law.

At the same time, the Environment and Natural Resource Code has been developed where all regulatory frameworks related to environment and natural
resources management have been pulled together under the umbrella of this Code, making them aligned. When enacted, this Code would hopefully
provide better comprehensive legal and guiding frameworks for managing environment and natural resources in Cambodia in a more effective and
sustainable manner.

However, the Environment and Natural Resource Code is emerging in Cambodia for the first time. When enacted and put into effect, there would be a
number of potential challenges. Among others, they would include the following: (i) Understanding of the Code: What is the difference between the Code
and other laws? How the relevant laws within the Code be inter-related and aligned? Coordination mechanisms between different areas/sectors of the
Code? How to disseminate and ensure the Code is well aware and understood by different groups and entities in the society? (ii) Implementation of the
Code: Mechanisms, the capacity and resources to ensure effective implementation of the Code. (iii) Mechanisms for monitoring, evaluation and reporting of
the Code’s implementation, etc.

The recent RGC’s policy appeals for more active participation of local communities and civil society organizations, as well as environment activists so that
the sustainable management of environment and natural resources could be ensured. This is also reflected in the current draft of the Environment and
Natural Resource Code which is articulated through Book 4, particularly Title 3 on Collaborative Management of Natural Resources under this Code.

It is noticed that there is a lack of local communities’ involvement generally in the natural resources management. Their limited capacity, weak understanding
and knowledge about legal frameworks and regulations, their rights, roles and responsibilities and so on have prevented communities from engaging
effectively and productively in the management of natural resources in Cambodia. Hence, the initiative/concept for establishing and operationalizing
Community Protected Areas (CPA), Community Forestry (CF) and Community fisheries (CFi) was introduced and has been applied in Cambodia since 1990s
and hopefully this would be one of the means and efforts to improve communities’ engagement, the awareness and understanding of their rights, roles and
responsibilities in participating in the sustainable management of local natural resources and to ensure local livelihoods and food security. Since the
application of this concept, a number of CPA, CF and CFi have been recognized by the competent authorities namely MoE and MAFF, while some are pending
their registration and others are awaiting approval either at the subnational or national level. The implementation of such CPA, CF and CFi has been under
the existing Protected Area Law, Forestry Law and Fisheries Law which are under the process of amendment including other related legal instruments of the
MAFF and MoE. These regulatory frameworks and such community mechanisms aim to promote long-term conservation and sustainable management of
natural resources taking into consideration social, economic, and environmental factors. More importantly, these legal frameworks and community structures
are required and encouraged to ensure local community rights, roles and responsibilities to actively and productively participate in a sustainable use and
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management of natural resources for traditional, customary, religious and livelihood purposes. To this end, however, local communities have experienced a
number of difficulties and challenges such as lengthy and complicated process for legal registration/recognition, too short duration for legal recognition,
limited community capacity, coordination mechanism and understanding/knowledge of relevant legal frameworks, etc. In addition, the existing regulatory
frameworks allow for commercial transportation of natural resources products such as non-timber forest products, fisheries products in the Kingdom of
Cambodia with the requirement of having a license from competent authorities. However, the process for applying and obtaining the license is complicated
given the limited knowledge and education of local communities. Furthermore, the term “for traditional use should be removed” and should be replaced by
a term that allow for a determined degree of products that local communities can transport in the Kingdom of Cambodia for commercial purposes. This can
help local communities to improve their livelihoods better than the current being.

The following are observation, comments and suggestions or recommendations for consideration from community’s perspectives vis a vis the current draft
9.1a of Environment and Natural Resource Code, particularly focusing on Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources under this Code.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources,
Title 1: Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas,
Chapter 1: Establishment and Declassification Procedures

Context (Extracted content from articles relevant to the interest of communities):

Article 296 defines that Biodiversity Conservation Corridors are specially determined protected landscapes containing Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or sub-national level; Community Protected Areas; Community Forests; other areas of significant natural resource conservation, ecosystem
services, or local community and indigenous peoples’ livelihood values; and other lands that have a vital role in maintaining forest cover or that provide connectivity
between key biodiversity areas. Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level
are established and managed to secure for perpetuity the Kingdom of Cambodia’s biological diversity, ecosystem services, natural and cultural resources, and sustainable
local livelihoods.

Article 297 and 298 states that any decision to establish or expand, to declassify or reduce any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is
designated or established at the national or sub-national level shall be subject to the public participation provisions in Book 1 Title 2 and the access to environmental
information provisions in Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Key challenges:

- Local Communities may not be aware or having the knowledge of the inclusion of CPA, CFs, local community and indigenous peoples’ livelihood values,
sustainable local livelihoods and the promotion of public participation in these articles of the Code that are required communities’ involvement and affecting their
interests.

Key recommendations:

- Appropriate mechanisms and dissemination programs should be in place and public and special events should be organized to ensure local communities’
understanding and knowledge about these articles and their involvement and interests stipulated in these articles of the Code.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 1: General Provisions
Context:

Article 305 states that all Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level shall be
managed according to the following objectives: a) Biodiversity, wildlife, and natural resource conservation; b) Conservation of ecosystem values, goods, and services, and
c) Livelihoods development of local communities.

Key challenges:

- In general, local communities are not well educated. Some are illiterate due to a number of factors. Mostly, they are poor and busy with their own daily income
earning activities and so may not have the time to participate or fully and productively participate in the natural resources management.

- Most local communities depend hugely and traditionally on natural resources for their daily livelihoods.

- In most cases, there are lack of or limited alternative livelihoods activities such as poultry, animal husbandry, vegetable gardening, processing non-timber forest
products in a sustainable manner, etc, lack of understanding about market, lack of connection and coordination between demand side and supply side, lack of
skills, knowledge and expertise and limited resources and motivation in alternative livelihoods activities.

Key recommendations:

- Improved livelihoods development of local communities could be achieved if the above challenges could be taken into consideration, incorporated into relevant
laws, regulations, strategies, plans, programs or projects and be addressed properly and continuously.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 2: Responsible Ministries or Institutions

Context:

Article 308 articulates that the management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-
national level shall guarantee the rights of local communities, indigenous peoples, and the public: a) To be consulted and participate in the decision-making on the
sustainable management and conservation of biodiversity; b) To provide consent in accordance with the principle of Free, Prior, and Informed Consent as required by this

34



Code; c) To fully participate in the planning, sustainable use and management of these areas; and d) To ensure fair and equitable access to all such areas for local
resource users, consistent with zoning classifications and restrictions.

Article 309 states that in managing Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national
level, the ministry or institution responsible for environment shall: d) Oversee and provide support to the process of integration of Community Forests, Community
Protected Areas, Community Fisheries, and other local and customarily acknowledged areas into overall Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
management frameworks;

Article 311 stipulates that other sub-national authorities shall have the following roles and responsibilities: b) Coordinate with relevant ministries or institutions, relevant
technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, and all relevant stakeholders for the
implementation of activities in Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level,
including Community Protected Areas, Community Forests, land titling, zoning, biodiversity monitoring and research, ecotourism and education, as well as the arrest and
prosecution of persons conducting illegal activities; c) Disseminate laws and regulations related to conservation and protected areas management, in coordination with
local stakeholders; e) Issue any licenses, permits, or other relevant documents relating to Natural Protected Areas established at the provincial, district, or commune
level; f) Regularly conduct patrolling, monitoring, investigation, and enforcement activities of all kinds; g) Collaborate with local and indigenous communities, national
level institutions, relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, and any
interested stakeholders to establish Collaborative Management of such areas, as stipulated in Title 3 of this Book; and

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these Articles that are affecting their rights, roles and responsibilities in taking part in management of
natural resources.

- They may not be aware or fully aware that they have the rights under this Code to be consulted and participate in the decision-making on the sustainable
management and conservation of natural resources. They need to provide consent in accordance with the principle of Free, Prior, and Informed Consent as
required by this Code. And they are required to fully participate in the planning, sustainable use and management of the natural resources.

- There was a lack of coordination and mechanism, or systematic measures to disseminate laws and regulations related to conservation and protected areas
management, in coordination with local stakeholders. It has happened only on a case by case basis and mostly possible only because of support provided by the
development partners.

- There were limited guidelines, capacity, regular mechanism and resources for local communities and local authorities to take part in the regular conduct of
patrolling, monitoring, investigation, and enforcement activities with regards to natural resources management so far or it would happen only on a case by case
basis and mostly possible only because of support provided by the development partners.

- In most cases, there was limited collaboration between sub-national authorities and local and indigenous communities in the area of natural resources
management. This happened mainly due to limited stipulation and motivation in the existing laws and regulations.

Key recommendations:

- Aneed for appropriate mechanisms and dissemination programs to raise awareness and ensure local communities’ understanding and knowledge about their
rights, roles and responsibilities, involvement and interests as stipulated in the above articles.

- Proper guidelines, capacity, regular mechanism and resources, incentives and motivation should be developed and put in place to encourage and motivate local
communities and local authorities to take part in the regular conduct of patrolling, monitoring, investigation, and enforcement activities with the
competent/legal entities and enforcement officers.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 3: Land use planning in Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas

Context:

Article 314 stipulates that land use planning shall be conducted in collaboration with relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and
management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia and any interested stakeholders, including Collaborative Management Committees and Collaborative
Management community members in those areas under Collaborative Management, and any other communities located within the area subject to land use planning.

Article 315 defines that land use planning for all Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or
sub-national level shall be carried out in the following manner: a) Conduct appropriate consultations with stakeholders; b) Research and acquire detailed, site-specific
data of physical, biological, social, and economic factors, including best available data regarding land resource inventory, present land uses, infrastructure, population,
natural resources and biodiversity, land tenure, customary rights, social structure, cultural livelihood factors, government, plants, natural disturbances, hydrological
functions, energy flows, normal and cross boundary movement of wildlife, and any other information pertaining to current land uses; g) Consult with qualified land and
resource conservation experts, relevant technical partners with experience in the [research, protection, management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia,
and, where indigenous peoples are present, qualified social specialists with expertise in the communities concerned, throughout the comprehensive land use planning
process.

Article 318 stipulates that for any proposed modification of land use plan for any Biodiversity Conservation Corridors or Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or sub-national level, or any portion of such areas, the natural persons or legal entities proposing the modification shall prepare
documentation detailing the following: c) The manner in which the modification to permitted land use classification will enhance the livelihood of local communities,
ensure the continuation of customary land use patterns, and ensure there will be no significant impact areas of high conservation value;

Article 318 also states that any proposal to modify the land use plan of any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established
at the national or sub-national level shall be subject to the public participation provisions in Book 1 Title 2 and the access to environmental information provisions in
Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Key challenges:
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- Local communities generally they are not well educated and some are illiterate. Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these Articles that are
affecting their rights, roles and responsibilities to participate in the development and implementation of the land use plans in the BCC and NPA.

- There is a lack of mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation for local communities to effectively and productively taking part in the development and
implementation of the land use plans in the BCC and NPA that affect their interest.

Key recommendations:

- Responsible ministry or institution should develop, put in place and ensure that a legal instrument that specifically addresses the above challenges and to ensure
that an appropriate mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation are well developed and implemented consistently so that local communities are equipped
with the necessary resources, competencies and motivation to effectively and productively taking part in the development and implementation of the land use
plans in the BCC and NPA that affect their interest.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 4: Management Zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas

Context:

Article 319 articulates that site-specific zoning designations shall be made in collaboration with relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection,
and management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia and any interested stakeholders, including Collaborative Management Committees and Collaborative
Management community members in those areas under Collaborative Management, and any other communities located in the area, and shall be subject to the public
participation provisions in Book 1 Title 2 and the access to environmental information provisions in Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Article 319 also stipulates that c) Sustainable Use Zone: management area(s) of both high economic potential and significant conservation and ecosystem value, with
high potential for contributing to the sustainable livelihood of local communities including indigenous peoples’ communities. In addition to the small-scale subsistence
uses permitted in the Conservation Zone, limited and small scale harvesting and production activities are permitted in this zone. Any such uses shall be consistent with
relevant land use planning and management established for the zone, and subject to approval from the ministry or institution responsible for environment or other
relevant ministries or institutions including the implementers of Collaborative Management that have a signed agreement to collaboratively manage the relevant areas.
These activities may include such community-based commercial activities as afforestation, small scale silviculture, plantation, and commercial non-timber forest product
cultivation, provided that no such activities may cause significant impact to existing biodiversity conservation and ecosystem values. Forest clearing and large-scale
commercial agri business activities are not permitted. d) Community Zone: Management area(s) for socio-economic development of the local communities and
indigenous peoples and, in addition to the uses permitted in the Sustainable Use Zone, may contain existing residential lands, paddy field, and field garden or swidden.
Any commercial sale of timber and fuel wood from the Sustainable Use Zone or Community Zone must be in accordance with the area’s approved management plan and
a permit from the relevant authorities including the implementers of Collaborative Management that have a signed agreement to collaboratively manage the relevant
areas.

Article 320 states that for determination of areas suited for commercial activity, it is required to a) Conduct appropriate consultations with relevant technical partners
with experience in the [research, protection, management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, any interested stakeholders, and the affected local
communities and obtain prior consent of such communities to the proposed commercial activity;

Article 320 also stipulates that after establishing this sub-zone, the relevant entities may enter into arrangements for such commercial activity. All revenue generated
from such activities shall be deposited into an appropriate site-specific account created in accordance with the provisions in Book 8 Title 2 of this Code, and be used
exclusively for the benefit of the local communities in the area and the conservation of the Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is
designated or established at the national or sub-national level in which the commercial activity is located.

Article 323 stipulates that any proposal to modify the zone designation of any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor, Natural Protected Area that is designated or
established at the national or sub-national level, or any portion thereof, from a more highly protected status to a lower protected status, shall include documentation
detailing the following: c) The manner in which the modification to zone classification will enhance the livelihood and customary rights of local communities; e)
Appropriate consultations with any interested stakeholders and the affected local communities, including the prior consent of such communities to the proposed
modification; and

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these Articles that are affecting their rights, roles and responsibilities, and possible interests and they may
not have adequate understanding, knowledge and capacity as well as the mechanism and sufficient motivation to apply and benefit as stipulated under Article
319. These are interesting for local communities to be fully aware of, engaged and benefit to the maximum possible - such as for site-specific zoning
designations, they are required to collaborate and be engaged. For Sustainable Use Zone: management area(s) of both high economic potential and significant
conservation and ecosystem value, with high potential for contributing to the sustainable livelihood of local communities including indigenous peoples’
communities. In addition to the small-scale subsistence uses permitted in the Conservation Zone, limited and small scale harvesting and production activities are
permitted in this zone. For Community Zone: Management area(s) for socio-economic development of the local communities and indigenous peoples and, in
addition to the uses permitted in the Sustainable Use Zone, may contain existing residential lands, paddy field, and field garden or swidden. Any commercial sale
of timber and fuel wood from the Sustainable Use Zone or Community Zone must be in accordance with the area’s approved management plan and a permit
from the relevant authorities.

- Similarly for the roles, rights and responsibilities of communities to be engaged and benefited as articulated in Articles 320 and 323 such as the affected local
communities and obtain prior consent of such communities to the proposed commercial activity, be used exclusively for the benefit of the local communities in
the area; the modification to zone classification will enhance the livelihood and customary rights of local communities; e) Appropriate consultations with any
interested stakeholders and the affected local communities, including the prior consent of such communities to the proposed modification.

Key recommendations:

- Alegal instrument is recommended that specifically addresses the above challenges and to ensure that an appropriate mechanism, capacity, knowledge and
motivation are well developed and implemented consistently so that local communities are equipped with the necessary resources, competencies and
motivation to effectively and productively taking part in the development and implementation in these areas.
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Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 5: Strategic Management Plans for Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas

Context:

Article 326 stipulates that the process for the development of these site-specific management plans shall involve coordination and consultations with sub-national
authorities, local communities and indigenous peoples living inside and adjacent to Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated
or established at the national or sub-national level, relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and management of natural resources in the
Kingdom of Cambodia, any interested stakeholders, and including private sector entities such as economic land concession owners.

Article 327 articulates that any Community Protected Areas, Community Forests, Community Fisheries Areas, and other local and customarily acknowledged areas that
are already existing upon the enactment of this Code shall remain valid, and all rights, responsibilities, and obligations regarding such areas shall remain legally valid,
unless and until such time as each area may be incorporated into or transformed into a Collaborative Management Zone as stipulated in Title 2 of this Book.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware or have the capacity, resources and mechanism to fully engaged and productively participate in the process
for the development of these site-specific management plans shall involve coordination and consultations with sub-national authorities, local communities and
indigenous peoples living inside and adjacent to Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas as stipulated in Article 326.

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware that any Community Protected Areas, Community Forests, Community Fisheries Areas, and other local and
customarily acknowledged areas that are already existing upon the enactment of this Code shall remain valid, and all rights, responsibilities, and obligations
regarding such areas shall remain legally valid, unless and until such time as each area may be incorporated into or transformed into a Collaborative
Management Zone as articulated in Article 327.

Key recommendations:

- Appropriate mechanisms and dissemination programs should be in place or public and special events should be organized to ensure local communities’
understanding and knowledge about their involvement, roles, rights, responsibilities and interests stipulated in these articles of the Code.

- Anappropriate mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation are well developed and implemented consistently so that local communities are equipped with
the necessary resources, competencies and motivation to effectively and productively taking part in the development and implementation of the site-specific
management plans stated in Article 326.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 2: Management of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
Chapter 6: Permits and Approvals

Context:

Article 329 stipulates that Low impact, non-permanent infrastructure consistent with the area management plan may be permitted in the Core and Conservation Zones.
Any commercial activity in the Sustainable Use or Community Zones must be consistent with the management plan for these areas. Forest clearing and large-scale
commercial agri-business activities are not permitted in the Sustainable Use or Community Zones, but commercial activity may be permitted in a sub-zone specially
created as stipulated in Article 322 of this Code. Revenue from any such commercial activity shall be used for the direct benefit of the local communities in the area and
the conservation of the area in which the commercial activity is located. Any such commercial activities are subject to public participation provisions in Book 1 Title 2 and
the access to environmental information provisions in Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Article 333 stipulates that

Fishing with illegal gears inside any zone of a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-
national level is strictly prohibited, including chemical and other poisonous substances, electrocution, mosquito nets, explosives, spear in combination with projected
light, gill net, or seine net with mesh size smaller than one and one half (1 }4) centimeter, encircling net with light.

Placing a barrier or obstruction in any aquatic system within a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the
national or subnational level that prevents the free passage of fish is prohibited without a permit.

Draining, or attempting to drain or pump dry an aquatic system within a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at
the national or sub-national level, in order to catch or kill fish in any manner whatsoever is strictly prohibited.

Damage to spawning grounds, banks, or spawn of fish is strictly prohibited inside all zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are
designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

Establishment or operation of an aquaculture process is strictly prohibited inside Core Zones and Conservation Zones. Any aquaculture process in the sustainable use or
Community Zone shall require a permit and be subject to monitoring to ensure no adverse impacts on surrounding areas.

Article 334 stipulates that any destructive practices (activities) or harms caused by illegal land encroachment, collection, clearance, commercialization, pollution in the
areas containing valuable biological resources, forest fire, swidden and commercial agriculture, transmission of diseases and pests including invasive plants and animals
are prohibited in all Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

Prohibited practices (activities) considered destructive and harmful include:
a) Removal or destruction of official boundary markers or posts, or placement of private boundary markers or posts;

b) Collection of timber and non-timber products, fishery products, and natural resources in a manner violating the recognized and authorized access rights and
management plan, or by persons without a valid permit;

c) Felling, pruning, clearing, damaging, or poisoning plants or trees, or uprooting tree stumps without a valid permit;

d) Catching, hunting, collecting, and harassing wild eggs, offspring and birds by any means;
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e) Destroying water quality in all forms, poisoning, using chemical substances, disposing of solid and liquid wastes into water or on land, and using electric shock
equipment as stipulated in the wildlife protection, conservation, and management provisions in Title 5 of this Book;

f) Bringing snares or materials to build snares, traps, hunting guns, or any other materials used to harm or kill wildlife into the Core Zone and Conservation Zone;
g) Hunting wildlife in the Core Zone and Conservation Zone;

h) Stocking, buying, selling, possessing, trading, breeding, keeping, maintaining, transporting, consuming, storing, and any other uses of wildlife as stipulated in the
wildlife protection, conservation, and management provisions in Title 5 of this Book;

i) Destroying natural forests, natural grassland, wetlands, plants, and wildlife habitats; j) Bringing or releasing any non-native plants or animals, including cattle, livestock,
and dogs, into the Core Zone or Conservation Zone;

k) Cross breeding of any wildlife or fish species;
) lllegal fishing practices harmful to natural resources, both marine and freshwater, flooded forests, mangroves, corals and seaweeds, rivers, and wetlands;

m) Establishment of bases for processing Khlem Chan (Auilaria crassna), Mreah Prov (Ocimum sanctum), Vor Romeat (Teramnus labialis) or other non-timber forest
products and freshwater and marine aquaculture that may cause pollution or destructive effects to the biota and ecosystem;

n) Mining activities including survey, testing, exploration, and extraction of minerals within the Core Zone and Conservation Zone;
o) Dredging or extraction of sand and other minerals or resources from rivers, riverbanks, or coastal areas within the Core Zone and Conservation Zone; and
p) Development of small-scale dams or irrigation within the Core Zone and Conservation Zone.

Article 335 stipulates that processing natural resources products and by-products, establishing and operating sawmill bases for wood processing, timber processing
plants, shops to process natural resource products and by-products, fisheries and all kinds of kilns in the Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas
that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level, are strictly prohibited, with the exception of non-timber forest product processing plants
operated and maintained by local communities and indigenous peoples, which may be permitted within the Sustainable Use Zone and Community Zone. However,
processing of Voromean and Mareah Prov are strictly prohibited anywhere within Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or subnational level.

Transporting illegally harvested natural resources inside all zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established
at the national or subnational level is prohibited. Transportation of natural resources inside all zones of all such areas without a valid permit is prohibited.

Article 336 on Harvesting Resin stipulates the following:

Harvesting resin within the Conservation Zone or Sustainable Use Zone of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or sub-national level is prohibited without a valid permit.

Resin harvesting permits must be carried on persons at all times whilst accessing the Conservation Zone and Sustainable Use Zone, and produced for inspection as
required.

A resin harvesting permit gives permission to the identified user to harvest resin in a particular location inside a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected
Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, in accordance with customary user rights of local communities and indigenous peoples.

Individuals wishing to obtain a resin harvesting permit must submit a written application to the provincial department responsible for environment.

Permit applications may be delivered by any applicant to a commune office, which shall transfer such application(s) to the Director of the provincial department
responsible for environment and Director of the relevant Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or
sub-national level.

Within one (1) month of receipt, resin harvesting applications for Conservation Zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are
designated or established at the national or sub-national level, will be reviewed, and if appropriate, approved and permits issued by the Director of the provincial
department responsible for environment and Director of the relevant Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at
the national or sub-national level.

Permits shall be granted with preference to those local community members who are already collecting resin as part of their local livelihood upon the enactment of this
Code.

No resin harvesting permit will be issued to any person who used to commit any illegal activities inside a Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area
that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

No resin harvesting permit shall be issued to any person that the provincial department responsible for environment or Biodiversity Conservation Corridor Director or
Natural Protected Area Director has reasonable cause to believe, or evidence to prove, that the individual has participated in or had any involvement with commercial
hunting and trade of wildlife.

Transfer of resin harvesting permits from one person to another is prohibited.
A resin harvesting permit is valid for one (1) year; thereafter it will be reviewed and renewed annually.

Where a resin harvesting permit is lost the holder of a permit must immediately inform the provincial department responsible for environment, and Director of the
Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area Director if appropriate, and cease all resin harvesting activities until a replacement permit is issued.

The Biodiversity Conservation Corridor Director, Natural Protected Area Director, or Director of the provincial department responsible for environment may suspend or
cancel any resin harvesting permit granted under this Title, to be recorded in writing with stated reasons.

Article 337 on Commercial Ecotourism stipulates that any natural person, legal entity, or community that conducts commercial eco-tourism within the boundary of a
Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, must have an agreement with the
relevant ministries or institutions or Collaborative Management Committee for the proposed eco-tourism activities and arrangements.
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The ministry or institution responsible for environment, sub-national authorities, and Collaborative Management Committees, shall, when considering proposals for
additional ecotourism operations, consult any stakeholders, relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and management of natural
resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, and those communities already operating eco-tourism in the vicinity of the proposed activity.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these terms and conditions being stipulated in Articles 329, 333, 334, 335, 336 and 337 that are affecting
their daily living activities and could be subject to illegal, criminal or court cases if any of these terms and conditions would be violated by any community
members.

Key recommendations:

- ltis critically important that local communities are fully aware of these terms and conditions being stipulated in Articles 329, 333, 334, 335, 336 and 337 so that
they could be compliant.

- Therefore, appropriate mechanisms and dissemination programs should be in place or public and special events should be organized to ensure local
communities’ understanding and knowledge about these terms and conditions being stipulated in Articles 329, 333, 334, 335, 336 and 337 of the Code that affect
their daily lives.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources

Title 3: Collaborative Management of Natural Resources

Chapter 1: Establishment of Collaborative Management
Context:

Article 340 stipulates that Community Protected Areas; Community Forests; communities that have previously submitted applications for Community Forest status or
that have documented intent to apply for Community Forest status; other state public lands with ecosystem or conservation values; and indigenous peoples’ or other
customarily conserved lands shall be eligible to be managed in accordance with the principles of Collaborative Management stipulated in this Title.

Article 341 states that collaborative management is a mechanism of land and natural resources management and local livelihood development in which national and
sub-national authorities and local communities share roles and responsibilities in the sustainable use, management, and protection of natural resources and biodiversity,
according to clearly described roles and responsibilities.

Article 342 articulates that community-based natural resources management areas such as Community Protected Areas, Community Forests, and Community Fisheries
which already exist or are under the approval process at the time of the adoption of this Code, shall maintain their legal status until such time as they may become
incorporated into or transformed into a Collaborative Management Protection Zone, at which time they shall become automatically recognized as components of a
Collaborative Management Protection Zone, subject to Collaborative Management rules and regulations.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these terms and conditions being stipulated in Articles 340, 341 and 342 that are required their full
engagement and understanding and that are affecting their rights, roles, responsibilities, capacity and resources and interests in participating in this area of
Collaborative Management of natural resources.

Key recommendations:

- Itis so important that local communities are fully aware of and understood the concept of Collaborative Management of natural resources, their rights, roles,
responsibilities, capacity and resources and interests in participating in this area.

- Anappropriate mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation are well developed and implemented consistently so that local communities are equipped with
the necessary resources, competencies and motivation to effectively and productively taking part in the development and implementation of Collaborative
Management.

- Affected/interested communities should be prepared and capacitated to play their roles and responsibilities to effectively and productively in the development
and implementation of Collaborative Management.

- Responsible ministry or institution may also consider develop and apply a legal instrument exclusively to enhance the capacity, mechanism and leadership for
communities in the Collaborative Management.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 3: Collaborative Management of Natural Resources
Chapter 2: Implementation of Collaborative Management
Context:

Article 343 states that local communities, groups of local communities, and indigenous peoples, including their organizations and associations, in cooperation with
relevant sub-national authorities, have the right to organize and conduct Collaborative Management throughout Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural
Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level, or other state public lands with ecosystem or conservation values, including lands
classified in accordance with the sustainable forest management provisions in Title 4 of this Book.

Article 344 stipulates that in preparing to conduct Collaborative Management, the representatives of local communities, indigenous peoples, and sub-national authorities
shall determine Collaborative Management arrangements, including site-specific land use planning and zoning for Collaborative Management Protection Zones, local
community eligibility requirements for Collaborative Management, and other Collaborative Management requirements.

Article 345 states that in preparing such Collaborative Management arrangements, the representatives of local communities, indigenous peoples, and sub-national
authorities shall coordinate with the ministry or institution responsible for environment, relevant staff from any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected
Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, and any other relevant institutions, who each shall support the proponents during the
preparation of arrangements.

39




In preparing Collaborative Management arrangements, the representatives of local communities, indigenous peoples, and sub-national authorities shall utilize technical
advice from relevant technical partners with experience in the research, protection, and management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia, meaning those
conservation organizations involved in the conservation of the relevant areas, and any other interested stakeholders. Specific roles for these relevant technical partners
with experience in the [research, protection, management of natural resources in the Kingdom of Cambodia in the implementation of Collaborative Management may be
included in the Collaborative Management arrangements.

Article 346 states that Collaborative Management arrangements shall contain:

a) Structure of a Collaborative Management Committee; b) Membership and voting rights of all Collaborative Management community members, with special attention
to the relationship and dependency of indigenous peoples on their customary lands and resources;

c¢) Proposed land use planning and zoning for the Collaborative Management Protection Zone and a proposed Collaborative Management Plan. Any land use planning,
zoning, and management planning conducted under this Title shall, to the greatest extent possible, be consistent with any former or subsequent land use planning,
zoning, and management planning conducted in accordance with the Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas management provisions in Title 2 of
this Book; and

d) Proposed Management Plan, prepared to a standard in accordance with local resources and capacities, reflecting the knowledge and vision of the representatives of
local communities, indigenous peoples, and sub-national authorities who will be primarily responsible for the implementation of Collaborative Management.

Article 347 stipulates that the ministry or institution responsible for environment shall review all arrangements according to clear criteria and procedures and shall
provide comments to the proponents within three (3) months of receipt. These comments may include:

a) A decision to initiate the conduct of Collaborative Management in the proposed area;

b) A decision to initiate the conduct of Collaborative Management in the proposed area upon integration of the ministry or institution responsible for environment’s
comments into the arrangements; or

¢) Instructions to the proponents to modify the arrangements for resubmission.
In case of resubmission, the ministry or institution responsible for environment shall review any modified arrangements submitted within three (3) months of receipt.

All documents related to the Collaborative Management arrangements, including its review by the ministry or institution responsible for environment, shall be publicly
available in accordance with the access to environmental information provisions in Book 1 Title 3 of this Code.

Article 348 states that upon approval of Collaborative Management arrangements, the Collaborative Management Committee shall enter into a Collaborative
Management Agreement with the ministry or institution responsible for environment and/or sub-national authorities. The precise roles and responsibilities of all
stakeholders in an individual Collaborative Management Protection Zone shall be stipulated in the Collaborative Management Agreement.

The Collaborative Management Agreement shall be for a period of unlimited duration, subject only to the conditions set forth in this Title.
All documents related to the approval of Collaborative Management arrangements and the Collaborative Management Agreement shall be publicly available.

Article 349 states that Approval of the Collaborative Management Agreement shall create legal recognition for the relevant Collaborative Management Protection Zone as
an administrative unit. Properly established Collaborative Management Protection Zones shall maintain this legal status for a period of unlimited duration, subject to
satisfactory implementation of Collaborative Management responsibilities

Approval of the Collaborative Management Agreement shall vest the Collaborative Management Committee with the status of a legal entity, with all the rights and
obligations of legal entities, including rights to manage funds, enter into agreements and transactions, and generate income.

Article 350 states that a special Collaborative Management Fund shall be created to provide support for Collaborative Management activities within each Collaborative
Management Protection Zone. The Fund shall be under the control of the Collaborative Management Committee of each Collaborative Management Protection Zone and
shall be transparently established and managed, in accordance with the provisions in Book 8 Title 2 of this Code.

The Collaborative Management Committee may receive funds and generate income from the following sources: a) Environmental and Social Fund; b) Other public and
private sources; c) Taxes, rental leases, and usage, recreational, or access fees; d) Donations, endowments, and grants; and e) Sustainable finance mechanisms for
payment for natural resource goods and services / ecosystem services originating from the Collaborative Management Protection Zone.

Article 351 stipulates that any income, fees, or contributions received in the course of implementing Collaborative Management shall be used exclusively for the benefit
of the local communities in the Collaborative Management Protection Zone, for the further support of Collaborative Management implementation, and for the overall
conservation of the Collaborative Management Protection Zone and adjacent areas under conservation status. Precise means of distribution of such income, fees, or
contributions shall be described in the Collaborative Management Agreement.

Any income, fees, or contributions received in the course of its management of the Collaborative Management Protection Zone shall be exempt from taxation and VAT
(Value Added Taxes), charges, or fees imposed by the specific law and other relevant legal instruments.

Article 352 states that implementation of Collaborative Management shall be subject to strict monitoring and oversight by the ministry or institution responsible for
environment. Collaborative Management Committees shall submit annual reports describing activities and results and demonstrating achievement of targets and
indicators.

Article 353 states that the ministry or institution responsible for environment shall have the right to revoke a Collaborative Management Agreement or cancel a
Collaborative Management Protection Zone where it determines that Collaborative Management is not being implemented in accordance with the approved Collaborative
Management Plan and such non-compliance results in a material breach of the Collaborative Management Plan, or that a major violation of law has occurred in the
implementation of Collaborative Management.

Prior to the revocation of Collaborative Management rights the parties shall meet in good faith efforts to resolve the matter. The affected Collaborative Management
committee shall also have the right to appeal any revocation decision in accordance with the provisions in Book 9 of this Code.

Article 354 states that the ministry or institution responsible for environment shall issue a legal instrument on the details of Collaborative Management, including detailed
roles, rights and responsibilities, criteria, and procedures for reviewing Collaborative Management arrangements, Collaborative Management Protection Zone zoning
criteria and procedures, planning and management, funding mechanisms, member eligibility, benefit sharing, dispute resolution, reporting, and other implementation
steps, within two (2) years of the entry into force of this Code.
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Article 355 states that other relevant ministries or institutions shall take all actions necessary to promote and support the implementation of Collaborative Management
within the areas under their authority or in areas in which such ministries or institutions share authority with the ministry or institution responsible for environment
and/or its sub-national authorities.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these terms and conditions being stipulated from Articles 343 to 355 that are required their engagement
and understanding and that are affecting their rights, roles, responsibilities, capacity and resources and interests in participating in the implementation of
Collaborative Management of natural resources.

- Lack of or limited mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation of local communities to be fully engaged and in applying their rights, roles and responsibilities
in participating in the implementation of Collaborative Management.

- Maybe a lack of incentives and motivation for local communities to be fully engaged.
Key recommendations:

- Itis so important that local communities are fully aware of and understood the concept of Collaborative Management of natural resources, their rights, roles,
responsibilities, capacity and resources and interests in participating in this area.

- Anappropriate mechanism, capacity, knowledge and motivation are well developed and implemented consistently so that local communities are equipped with
the necessary resources, competencies and motivation to effectively and productively taking part in the development and implementation of Collaborative
Management.

- Affected/interested communities should be prepared and capacitated to play their roles and responsibilities to effectively and productively in the development
and implementation of Collaborative Management.

- Responsible ministry or institution may also consider develop and apply a legal instrument exclusively to enhance the capacity, mechanism and leadership for
communities in the Collaborative Management.

Title 3: Collaborative Management of Natural Resources
Chapter 3: Collaborative Management Duration and Land Tenure
Context:

Article 357 states that those communities located within the Collaborative Management Protection Zone shall receive Collaborative Management Communal Land Title
Rights, whose validity shall remain for the full duration of the Collaborative Management Protection Zone. Regardless of any additional registration or requirements, such
Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights may not be infringed by any legal entity without the community’s prior consent.

Article 358 states that the Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights include the right for communities within the Collaborative Management Protection
Zone to reside in, conserve, manage, and receive benefits from the sustainable use of natural resources in line with their customary and traditional land tenure and
traditional livelihood practices within the Collaborative Management Protection Zone and to exclude or restrict access of outsiders to the Zone according to an approved
Collaborative Management Plan. These Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights do not include the right to sell or transfer the lands designated as
Collaborative Management Protection Zones.

Article 359 states that the Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights set out in this Chapter are fixed to the duration of the Collaborative Management
Protection Zone for an unlimited duration and are conditioned upon fulfilment of Collaborative Management responsibilities.

Article 360 states that the failure by communities to comply with the Collaborative Management Plan and other Collaborative Management rules and regulations shall
result in revocation of the Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights with respect to those communities. However, a failure of a party other than the
communities to comply with the Collaborative Management Plan and other Collaborative Management rules and regulations, including a failure that results in the
cancellation of a Collaborative Management Agreement as stipulated in Article 353 of this Code, shall not result in revocation of the Collaborative Management
Communal Land Title Rights with respect to those communities. Such Collaborative Management Communal Title rights may not be transferred to any person or
community outside the Collaborative Management Protection Zone.

Article 361 states that Collaborative Management Communal Land Title Rights are in addition to any other rights that indigenous communities may receive, including
rights under other legal provisions and legal instruments.

Article 362 states that the current or future establishment of any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the
national or sub-national level in any area where indigenous peoples are present or have a collective attachment or interest, shall not impact on any current or future
claims that indigenous peoples have to their lands under other legal provisions or legal instruments.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of their engagement, rights, roles and responsibilities in Collaborative Management Protection Zone,
Collaborative Management Communal Land Title, rights to reside in, conserve, manage, and receive benefits from the sustainable use of natural resources in line
with their customary and traditional land tenure and traditional livelihood practices within the Collaborative Management Protection Zone, rights to be consulted
and engaged in the development and implementation of Collaborative Management Plan, and that that the failure by communities to comply with the
Collaborative Management Plan and other Collaborative Management rules and regulations shall result in revocation of the Collaborative Management
Communal Land Title Rights, etc

Key recommendations:

- ltis important that communities are fully aware of and understand the rights and roles, terms and conditions to be engaged and participate in these areas as
stipulated in Articles 357, 356, 357, 358, 359, 360, 361 and 362.

- Itis recommended that an appropriate mechanism should be established to build adequate capacity for affected/ interested communities to understand and
have a full capacity to be engaged and to exercise their rights and roles in these areas.
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Responsible ministry or institution may also consider to develop and apply a legal instrument exclusively to enhance the capacity, mechanism and leadership for
communities to be fully engaged in these areas.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 1: General Provisions
Context:

Article 363 states that Sustainably Managed Forests are located outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or sub-national level, do not include any other state public lands with ecosystem or conservation values, and do not include any indigenous
peoples’ or other customarily conserved lands.

Article 364 states that the purpose of this Title is to define the framework for Sustainable Forest Management, including the management, harvesting, small-scale
development, commercial use, and conservation of forested areas, in order to maintain and enhance long-term economic viability and environmental and social benefits,
including the well-being of people, environmental quality, and sustainable markets and yields.

Article 365 states that Sustainably Managed Forests shall be managed in accordance with the objectives and principles in Book 1 Title 1 of this Code and the following
specific objectives: a) Preserve social, economic, and environmental benefits; b) Conserve, enhance, and restore biological diversity and ecosystem values; c) Improve
local livelihoods and cultural heritage; and d) Promote sustainable development.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware of or fully aware that sustainably managed forests do not include any indigenous peoples’ or other customarily conserved
lands as stipulated in Article 363; the purpose to define the framework for Sustainable Forest Management is also to maintain and enhance long-term economic
viability and environmental and social benefits, including the well-being of people, environmental quality, and sustainable markets and yields as articulated in
Article 364, and that one of the objectives of Sustainably Managed Forests is to improve local livelihoods and cultural heritage as articulated in Article 365.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to be aware of these relevant terms and conditions/relevant items affecting their communities’ interest and that is required their
engagement and to provide inputs and interventions where possible so that to maximize benefits for the communities, as well as to participate in the sustainable
forest management.

- Tothis end, it is recommended that an appropriate mechanism and efforts should be established to build adequate awareness and capacity for affected/
interested communities to understand and have a full capacity to be engaged and to exercise their rights and roles in these areas.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 2: Responsible Entities
Context:

Article 366 states that the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management, and relevant sub-national authorities, shall: k) Improve
enforcement through cooperation with other ministries or institutions, subnational authorities, and local communities and indigenous peoples; n) Engage with local
communities and indigenous peoples on all aspects of Sustainable Forest Management.

Key challenges:

- In practice, there has been limited collaboration between the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management, relevant sub-
national authorities and local communities in Sustainable Forest Management including enforcement.

- There has been a lack of guidelines, standards procedures, mechanisms, capacity and resources for sub-national authorities and local communities to take part
in aspects of Sustainable Forest Management including enforcement.

Key recommendations:

- A Co-patrolling guidelines were developed and piloted in Stung Treng province with a support from USAID-Supporting Forests and Biodiversity, implemented by
Winrock International that provide a framework and structure where competent authorities, sub-national authorities and communities can work together to
conduct a joint forest patrol as part of enforcing the laws. These guidelines should be reviewed and adopted by the RGC and possibly be used nationwide to
encourage and promote collaboration between competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management, relevant sub-national
authorities and local communities in Sustainable Forest Management.

- Again, communities should be well informed of their rights, roles and responsibilities to be engaged in these areas and they should be capacitated and
motivated to play their roles as given under these Articles of the Code.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 3: Classification of Sustainably Managed Forests
Context:

Article 370 states that in coordination with the ministry or institution responsible for land management, urban planning, and construction, and in consultation with sub-
national authorities, and the relevant communities and indigenous peoples, the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management shall
assess boundaries and demarcate Sustainably Managed Forests according to classifications and establish a land use map of Sustainably Managed Forests.

Article 371 stipulates that any proposal to modify any classification within any Sustainably Managed Forest, or any portion thereof, shall include documentation detailing
the following: c) The manner in which the modification to classification will enhance the livelihood and customary rights of local communities; e) Appropriate
consultations with any interested stakeholders and the affected local communities, including the prior consent of such communities to the proposed modification;
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Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware that they have the rights and need to be engaged and consulted in the classification, the assessment of boundaries and
demarcation of Sustainably Managed Forests as stipulated in Article 370, and in the modification of classification within any Sustainably Managed Forest that
would enhance the livelihood and customary rights of local communities and that consultation with communities and that the prior consent of such communities
to the proposed modification as stipulated in Article 371 are necessary.

Key recommendations:

- Again, it is important for communities to be aware of these areas of their engagement and have the appropriate capacity and mechanism to effectively and
productively participate for the purpose.

- So, these is a need to have the appropriate mechanisms in place and to build the capacity of communities so that they can play their rights and roles effectively.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 4: Sustainable Forest Use Planning
Context:

Article 373 stipulates that sustainable use plans shall take into account the following factors: c) Location of indigenous peoples and local communities and their livelihood
needs;

Article 374 stipulates that sustainable use plans shall include the following matters: e) Engagement with local communities and indigenous peoples in managing forests.
Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware that they have the rights and need to be engaged and consulted in the terms, conditions and tasks, nor their appropriate and
adequate capacity to participate in Sustainable Forest Use Planning as stipulated in Articles 373 and 374.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to be aware of these areas of their engagement and have the appropriate capacity and mechanism to effectively and productively
participate for the purpose.

- Itis recommended to have the appropriate mechanisms in place and to build the capacity of communities so that they can play their rights and roles effectively.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 5: Permits and Approvals
Context:

Article 376 stipulates that any natural or legal person proposing to undertake any of the following activities in any portion of any Sustainably Managed Forest shall apply
for a permit from the relevant ministries or institutions:

a) Production of timber products and non-timber forest products for commercial use;
b) Management of timber products and non-timber forest products for commercial use;

c¢) Harvesting and selling of timber products and non-timber forest products for commercial purposes in accordance with an annual harvesting quota, which shall include
a security deposit to guarantee payment of royalties and premiums, set by the relevant ministry or institution;

d) Transporting of timber products and non-timber forest products in accordance with an annual transport quota set by the relevant ministry or institution;
e) Exporting of timber products and non-timber forest products in accordance with an annual export quota set by the relevant ministry or institution;

g) Establishment of a stock place to sell and distribute timber products and non-timber forest products;

h) Establishment of a processing facility for forestry industry, sawmill, or timber products and non-timber forest products;

i) Establishment of any kilns using timber products and non-timber forest products as raw material;

j) Production of charcoal and firewood;

Article 377 stipulates that the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management, in reviewing any permit application, shall consider
the following: b) The degree to which the proposed project supports and increases local livelihoods; d) Consistency of the proposed project with national and local land
use plans;

Article 378 stipulates that prior to making a determination on any permit application, the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest
Management shall conduct appropriate consultations with relevant technical partners with experience in the [research, protection, management of natural resources in
the Kingdom of Cambodia, any interested stakeholders, and the affected local communities, obtaining prior consent of such communities to the proposed commercial
activity, and divulge financial arrangements and projected revenue from such commercial activity to all interested stakeholders.

Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware or fully aware of activities which allow and the ones which are not allowed and or the ones which ones which are allowed unless
having permits and or approval from competent authorities, including terms, conditions and tasks as stipulated in Articles 376, 377 and 378.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to be aware of these areas and fully understand what is allowed and what is not and to what level and the activities that are
required permits or approval from competent authorities, including the terms, conditions and tasks as stipulated in Articles 376, 377 and 378.

- Thereis a need then to have an appropriate mechanism and programs that can disseminate all these important information and explain to the communities so
that they can participate and would be compliant.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 6: Customary User Rights
Context:

Article 379 stipulates that for local communities and indigenous peoples living within or near Sustainably Managed Forests, the State shall recognize and ensure their
traditional user rights within Sustainably Managed Forests for the purpose of traditional customs, beliefs, religions, and living as defined in this Chapter.

Article 380 stipulates that the traditional user rights of local communities and indigenous peoples for forest products and by-products shall not require a permit.
Traditional user rights consist of:

a) The collection of dead wood, picking wild fruit, collecting honey, taking resin, and collecting other forest by-products;
b) Using timbers to build houses, stables for animals, fences, and to make agricultural instruments;

c¢) Grass cutting or unleashing livestock to graze within the forests;

d) Using other forest products and by-products consistent with traditional family use; and

e) The right to barter or sell forest by-products shall not require a permit if those activities do not cause significant threat to the sustainability of the forest. The customers
or any third party who has obtained forest by-products from local communities for the purposes of commerce, must obtain a permit pursuant to this Title.

Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware or fully aware of these defined terms and conditions and activities and level that are allowed and those which are not allowed or
require permits from the competent authorities.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to be fully aware of these terms and conditions, and fully understand what is allowed and what is not and to what level and the
activities that are required permits or approval from competent authorities, including the terms, conditions and tasks as stipulated in Articles 379 and 380.

- Itis recommended to have an appropriate mechanism and programs that can disseminate all these important information and explain to the communities so that
they can participate and exercise their rights, roles and responsibilities effectively and would be compliant.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 8: Royalties and Premiums on Forest Products
Context:

Article 384 stipulates that any natural person or legal entity harvesting timber products and non-timber forest products for commercial purposes within Sustainably
Managed Forests shall pay royalties and premiums to the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management.

Article 385 stipulates that a portion of all royalties and premiums collected shall be redistributed to local communities according to the amount determined by legal
instrument of the competent ministries or institutions responsible for Sustainable Forest Management. The remainder of all royalties and premiums shall go to the
national budget.

Article 386 stipulates that payment of royalties and premiums shall not be required for: b) Collection of timber products and non-timber forest products by local
communities exercising customary user rights or in a Community Forest under a Community Forest agreement.

Key challenges:

e Communities may not be aware or fully aware of these defined terms and conditions stipulated in these Articles that are affecting their roles, rights and
responsibilities.

e The reality of a small-scale business with non-timber forest products or small-scale fishing, even for very poor households is that much of the NTFP products or
fish catch is sold for improving their livelihoods, in addition to their household consumption, and is therefore understood as for “commercial” purposes.
However, Commercial export of NTFP/fishery products can be taken place with a license that has to be issued by the competent authorities. Although this Code
appears not to be negatively impacting small scale business, it is an area that needs to be addressed in the future. And this would be seriously the case if even
given that small scale of businesses would happen outside their villages or cross provincial markets.

Key recommendations:

e Itisrecommended to have an appropriate mechanism and programs that can disseminate all this important information and explain to the communities.

e There should be a legal instrument indicating a specific approval and or clear procedures for commercial transportation of fishery/NTFP products by
communities’ members from any CPA, CF or CFi areas in the case of a CPA, CF or CFi with the approved management plan.

e There should be an exception for CPA, CF and CFi areas as an incentive for local communities that is taking part in sustainable natural resources management
through CPA, CF and CFi governance.

Title 4: Sustainable Forest Management
Chapter 9: Other Mechanisms for Sustainable Forest Management
Context:
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Article 394 stipulates that citizens, armed forces, and authorities of all levels shall have the obligations for forest maintenance and protection, fire prevention and
fighting against forest fires.

Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware or fully aware of this requirement as stipulated in this Article 394 that are affecting their roles, rights and responsibilities for
forest maintenance and protection, fire prevention and fighting against forest fires.

Key recommendations:

- Itisimportant for communities to be fully aware of these obligations and take necessary action as required. So, dissemination and motivation for communities to
participate in this area is critically recommended.

Title 5: Wildlife Protection, Conservation and Management
Chapter 1: General Provisions
Context:

Article 401 stipulates that the ministry or institution responsible for environment, in cooperation with other competent ministries or institutions and sub-national
authorities, has the following obligations and responsibilities: k) To prepare a legal instrument on the issuance and management of hunting permits for local communities
and indigenous peoples within and outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-
national level;

Key challenges:

- Communities may not be aware or fully aware that competent authorities have obligations and responsibilities to prepare a legal instrument on the issuance and
management of hunting permits for local communities and indigenous peoples within and outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected
Areas.

Key recommendations:

- Itis recommended to have a program or regular mechanism to disseminate such information and explain to the communities so that they are fully aware of
these obligations and responsibilities of the authorities for issuance and management of hunting permits for local communities and indigenous peoples within
and outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas, and to ensure that they are compliant.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 5: Wildlife Protection, Conservation and Management
Chapter 3: Prohibitions on Hunting
Context:

Article 409 stipulates that the following prohibitions apply to all hunting on public and private lands, and State lands outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and
Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level:

a) Hunting of all species listed on Schedules 1 and 2 is prohibited in all areas, except under special circumstances defined under Chapter 5 of this Title;
b) Hunting of all species on Schedules 1, 2, 3, and 4 using prohibited means is prohibited;

c¢) Production, possession, manufacture, purchase, transport, and use of indiscriminate methods that affect multiple individuals and species; use of prohibited weapons
or equipment, including but not limited to snares, traps, guns or other homemade weapons, wire, bicycle or motorbike brake cable, explosives, ammunition, poisons and
chemicals including pesticides, nets and mesh used on land, fishing line used on land, baits, sound recordings or other lures, bird lime or glue, and electrocution
equipment; hunting with domestic dogs; and any other prohibited means of hunting; for the purpose of catching, trapping, collecting, injuring, or killing wild animals, are
prohibited at all times in all locations;

d) It is prohibited to hunt, pursue, or harass any wildlife from or by means of a vehicle, including but not limited to on water or land, or by aircraft, or to use an aircraft,
motor vehicle, boat or other mechanised vehicle for the purpose of driving or stampeding any wild animals;

e) Hunting of species listed on Schedules 3 and 4 outside of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the
national or sub-national level is permitted by local communities for subsistence and traditional use by natural persons holding a valid permit, in accordance with Chapter
5 of this Title; and

f) Hunting of species listed on Schedules 1, 2, and 3 for commercial purposes is prohibited.

Article 410 stipulates that the following prohibitions apply to all hunting within Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or
established at the national or sub-national level:

a) All hunting of species listed on Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4 is prohibited within the Core Zones and Conservation Zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural
Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level. These zones shall remain inviolate to hunting to protect species populations and
reduce disturbance to wildlife. These zones shall act as a reservoir or source of animals, which may disperse into other zones;

b) Hunting of Schedule 3 and Schedule 4 species for subsistence and traditional use by local communities and indigenous ethnic minority groups living within or adjacent
to Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level is permitted in the Sustainable
Use Zone and Community Zone only, using permitted means only, and only with a valid hunting permit;

¢) Hunting quotas for local communities and indigenous peoples shall be assigned by the provincial department responsible for environment, the Director of a
Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, or Collaborative Management
Committee, with oversight by the ministry or institution responsible for environment and in cooperation with technical partners and other relevant sub-national
authorities. Quotas shall be listed on individual hunting permits;

d) Hunting of Schedule 3 and 4 species, by any natural person or legal entity other than local communities and indigenous peoples holding individual valid hunting
permits, is prohibited inside Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level;

e) Hunting of any wildlife for commercial purposes is completely prohibited at all times in all Biodiversity Conservation Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are
designated or established at the national or sub-national level;

f) Hunting of Schedule 3 and Schedule 4 species for crop protection purposes, within twenty (20) metres of farmland, is allowed in the Community Zone only via
permitted means of hunting, through the issuing of a permit from the provincial department responsible for environment and Natural Protected Area Director with
oversight by the ministry or institution responsible for environment and in cooperation with relevant legal entities. Hunting of Schedule 1 and 2 species for crop
protection purposes inside the Community Zone is prohibited;

g) Production, possession, manufacture, purchase, transport, and use of indiscriminate methods that affect multiple individuals and species; use of prohibited weapons
or equipment, including but not limited to snares, traps, guns or other homemade weapons, wire, bicycle or motorbike brake cable, explosives, ammunition, poisons and
chemicals including pesticides, nets and mesh used on land, fishing line used on land, baits, sound recordings or other lures, bird lime or glue, and electrocution
equipment; hunting with domestic dogs; and any other prohibited means of hunting; for the purpose of catching, trapping, collecting, injuring, or killing wild animals, are
prohibited at all times in all locations;

Key challenges:
- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these prohibitions on hunting stipulated in these Articles 409 and 410.
Key recommendations:

- ltis critically important for communities to fully understand these prohibitions. It is recommended to have a program or regular mechanism to disseminate such
information and explain to the communities so that they are fully aware of these prohibitions and be compliant.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 5: Wildlife Protection, Conservation and Management
Chapter 5: Hunting Permits
Context:

Article 427 stipulates that hunting applications for Sustainable Use Zones and Community Zones of Biodiversity Conservation Corridors, Natural Protected Areas that are
designated or established at the national or sub-national level, and Collaborative Management Protection Zones, shall be reviewed, and if appropriate, approved. Permits
shall be issued by the Collaborative Management Committee, or the Director of the relevant Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is
designated or established at the national or sub-national level, in consultation with interested stakeholders involved in the protection of Biodiversity Conservation
Corridors and Natural Protected Areas that are designated or established at the national or sub-national level.

Article 428 stipulates that a hunting permit may be granted, revoked, or refused, or conditions or restrictions imposed, by the Director of a provincial department
responsible for environment, Collaborative Management Committee, or Director of any Biodiversity Conservation Corridor or Natural Protected Area that is designated or
established at the national or sub-national level, based on the following requirements:

a) All permits shall be issued in a transparent manner;
b) Only one hunting permit shall be granted per household;

¢) No hunting permit shall be issued to any person involved in any incidents of illegal hunting in the preceding period of up to five (5) years, or who has had their permit
revoked three (3) times, as stipulated in Article 430 of this Code;

d) No hunting permit shall be issued to any person that the provincial department responsible for environment, Collaborative Management Committee, or Director of any
Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or sub-national level, has reasonable cause to believe, or evidence to prove, has participated in or
had any involvement with commercial hunting and illegal trade of wildlife;

e) No hunting permit shall be transferred from one person to another; and
f) A hunting permit shall be valid for one (1) year, after which it shall be reviewed and can be renewed.

Where a hunting permit is lost, the holder of a permit shall immediately inform the relevant provincial department responsible for environment, Collaborative
Management Committee, or Director of a Natural Protected Area that is designated or established at the national or subnational level, and cease all hunting activities until
a replacement permit is issued.

Key recommendations:

- ltis critically important for communities to fully understand these terms and conditions for hunting permits as some of the community members are doing
hunting. So, it is recommended to have a program or regular mechanism to disseminate such information and explain to the communities so that they are fully
aware of these obligations and be compliant.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 8: Sustainable Water Resources Management
Chapter 4: Authorizations
Context:

Article 566 stipulates that every natural person has the right to take and use water resources without the need for an authorization under this Chapter for: a) Vital
human needs, including drinking, washing, bathing, sanitation, the irrigation of domestic gardens and orchards, and other domestic purposes; and b) Emergency
purposes, including firefighting.
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Article 567 stipulates that Taking and using water resources as stipulated in Article 566 of this Code shall be done in a manner that does not affect any legal rights of any
other natural person.

Article 568 stipulates that Land owners and occupiers have the right to collect and use rainwater and water naturally flowing over their land without authorization under
this Chapter if done in accordance with Article 566 of this Code, unless the natural flow of water is hindered by the construction of roads, fences, dykes, impoundments,
or ponds.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these terms and conditions for level of authorization for sustainable water resource management as
stipulated in these Articles 566, 567 and 568.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to fully understand these terms and conditions for authorization for sustainable water resource management. So, it is
recommended to have a program or regular mechanism to disseminate such information and explain to the communities so that they are fully aware of these
obligations and be compliant.

Book 4: Sustainable Management of Natural Resources
Title 9: Sustainable Fisheries
Chapter 2: Sustainable Freshwater and Marine Fisheries Management
Context:

Article 615 stipulates that the relevant competent ministries or institutions shall establish by legal instrument regulations to support the conservation and sustainable
management of freshwater fisheries, including but not limited to the following: a) Community fisheries, rice field fisheries, community fish refuge ponds, community
fisheries management, and community benefit sharing, including integration, as appropriate, with the Collaborative Management provisions in Book 4 Title 3 of this
Code; g) Fishing gear types prohibited for sale, possession, or use in inland fisheries;

Article 616 stipulates that f) The management of community fisheries and community fishing areas and community benefit sharing; h) Activities prohibited in the marine
fisheries, including the prohibition of the harvest, purchase, possession, landing, and offering to sell of any endangered or threatened species in accordance with national
and international law or any internationally recognized listing of such species; i) Fishing gear types prohibited for sale, possession, or use in marine fisheries; |)
Combatting illegal, unreported, and unregulated fishing;

Article 617 stipulates that the relevant competent ministries or institutions shall, in cooperation with relevant subnational authorities, communities, and community
fisheries, establish gear- and species-specific Marine Fisheries Management Plans based on the best available scientific information and local knowledge. Marine
Fisheries Management Plans shall include, but not be limited to, the following matters: a) Closed seasons and areas; d) Description of the conservation and management
measures to be applied to the fisheries to reduce overfishing and destructive fishing including but not limited to bottom trawling; and e) Processes for monitoring and
reviewing individual Marine Fisheries Management Plans, in close cooperation with relevant sub-national authorities, communities, and community fisheries.

Article 618 stipulates that e) Permanent or temporary area closures for the harvest of any particular marine fisheries resource, stock, or stock complex, or in relation to a
particular geographic area; and f) Restrictions on the type, size, and amount of gear used to harvest any particular marine fisheries resource, or their use in any particular
geographic area.

Key challenges:

- Local communities may not be aware or fully aware of these terms and conditions for their rights, roles and responsibilities in taking part in sustainable fisheries
management as stipulated in these Articles 615, 616, 617 and 618.

Key recommendations:

- Itis important for communities to fully understand these terms and conditions, their rights, roles and responsibilities for participating in sustainable fisheries
management. So, it is recommended to have a program or regular mechanism to disseminate such information and explain to the communities so that they are
fully aware of these obligations and be compliant.
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
